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Scope and Purpose
The purpose of the Equipment Compliance System is to ensure equipment meets site entry 
requirements. The Equipment Compliance System applies to all equipment that operates on BMA 
Sites, whether the equipment is owned, leased or operated by BMA or contractor personnel.

Equipment types regulated by this system include:

1. Light vehicles Vehicle that can registered for use on a public road, has 4 or more 
wheels and does not exceed 4.5 tonnes gross vehicle mass.

2. Ancillary equipment Examples include lighting plants, generators, welders, elevated 
work platforms, compressors, forklifts, vehicle loading cranes and 
pump units.

3. Medium equipment Examples include medium trucks, buses, backhoes and mobile 
cranes.

4. Surface Mobile 
Equipment

Surface mobile equipment including coal and waste material 
haulers, loaders, breakers, dozers, water trucks, graders, low 
loaders, cable reelers, rollers & like equipment. This also covers 
shovels, excavators, and drilling rigs.

The Equipment Compliance System enables all equipment to be:

•	 assessed against BMA and Fatal Risk Control Standard to assertain that the equipment is fit for 
purpose, thus lowering the risk of harm to people and the environment;

•	 issued with an Equipment Compliance Sticker, authorising the equipment to be on all BMA 
sites; and

•	 routinely inspected and audited so that BMA standards are maintained.
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
